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Bubble Sketches: These drawings serve as simplified solutions to the design problem at hand.  The various solutions are the result of comparison studies with the client or the lot.

To first begin to layout a floor plan, draw each area as a small balloon or bubble.  Appropriate to the room size required or desired.  The basic sketch will show the relationship between the 3 basic areas’s of interior design. (Living space, sleeping space, eating space)  Then each area will again be broken down into individual “bubbles” to indicate the room’s width. This action may take place as many times as necessary to refine and improve your layout.
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House Traffic:  Planning floor traffic through your home can greatly increase convenience. You will have to take into account how your house is situated, the view, terrain, size etc. The traffic flow will never be perfect, but try to follow as many of the floorplan guidelines below as you can. Shown is a very simple one story floor plan layout with floor traffic flow arrows. 
· The distance from the garage to the kitchen of the house is direct and short.
· The foyer is centrally located and convenient to all parts of the house.
· All bedrooms are close to a bath.
· Few rooms of a house have floor traffic planned through them.
· Pay attention to space relationships. (Dining room in relation to kitchen).
· Try to separate the living room from the kitchen of the house if there is a family room.
